Major League Fishing brought the best bass anglers in the 
world here … twice!  And the Kayak Bass Fishing Federation has 
held three regional championships here too.   

It’s no secret that our lakes and rivers are an asset that provides 
not only fantastic fishing but also plays a role in driving our local 
economy.    

In an effort to market this asset, the 
Chamber created the Mid-Maine Bass 
Committee whose task is to promote 
all the fishing opportunities in the re-
gion and various fishing events 
throughout the year. While the bass 
committee does focus on smallmouth 
and largemouth bass fishing, we pro-
mote all fishing opportunities that 
draw anglers from around the 
world. Maine is perhaps most famous 
for its brook trout and salmon fishing
